TuffPlank may, at its discretion, require inspection of any/all claims, and request 
photographs and/or samples prior to approving claims. All TuffPlank flooring is warrantied against manufacturing 
defects, improper wear, fade or stain acceptance that would result in loss of original pattern and color, under normal 
use and maintenance, from the date of purchase through the specified times stated in this warranty. Products must 
be installed and maintained according to the TuffPlank Installation & Maintenance Instructions in order to be covered 
by this Limited Warranty.

* DEFINITIONS of covered items:
	 “Wear” is defined as affecting the wear layer such that the printed pattern is affected or altered.
	 “Fade” is defined as the permanent discoloration of the flooring and pattern on the planks.
	 “Stain” is defined as an alteration of the flooring due to normal household cleaning agents,
	 chemicals or routine care & maintenance.
